In our news sources in America recently there have been many reports of deranged people taking guns into various places and shooting and killing people. The latest (December 2015) was the terrorist attack in California. Just a few days before that one we had a deranged man shoot three people in a Planned Parenthood (A misnomer if there ever was one.) building in Colorado Springs, CO. Another episode comes to mind: the tragedy at Ft. Hood, TX where an unstable individual entered the base, killed 3 soldiers and wounded many more. The murderers in gun free zones were able to kill with impunity and many lives were lost. Those who attempted to kill people in areas where there were trained and armed citizens or officials were stopped quickly before very many people were killed or harmed. These gun-free zones are clearly places where the political or business or educational leaders of our country have decreed that we can’t have weapons of any sort. The evidence is clear: an armed populace prevents mass murders from taking place. This evidence is well documented by John Lott, Jr. in his meticulously researched book entitled, More Guns, Less Crime. He proves conclusively to any reasonable person that an armed citizenry reduces violence significantly. 
But, then, not many politicians ever listen to reason, do they? I personally in the past have appealed reasonably and kindly to Colorado politicians about potential votes that would violate our Constitution and common sense only to have them ignore my pleas, and just vote the party line. It is very disturbing to have these and other politicians continually ignore their constituent’s wishes and just mindlessly vote what their Washington D.C. party leadership desires. 
Dr. Lyle Rossiter has made the charge that liberal politicians are politically insane. See his book, ‘The Liberal Mind: the psychological causes of political madness.’ Dr. Rossiter’s book is a very compelling argument for insanity on the part of liberal politicians.

[See Abington School District v. Schempp.] Posting of religious texts on the wall serves no such educational function. If the posted copies of the Ten Commandments are to have any effect at all, it will be to induce the schoolchildren to read, meditate upon, perhaps to venerate and obey, the Commandments. However desirable this might be as a matter of private devotion, it is not a permissible state objective under the Establishment Clause of the Constitution."
Wouldn’t that be ‘terrible’ if our schoolchildren were “to read, meditate upon, perhaps to venerate and obey, the Commandments”? What a blessing if we all were to try to obey God in our lives! The last statement made in the above paragraph reveals the stupidity of people, even judges, who live in God-Free zones: the “Establishment Clause” in the Constitution does not make America a God-Free Zone. It is there to keep an over-reaching government out of our churches. That kind of a statement reveals the foolishness of people who lives their lives without the wisdom that can only come from God. Since that time there have been many decisions made by the SCOTUS which underscore the stupidity and insanity of the lost person’s mind. The most recent decision was to ignore and reject a decision as to hear arguments about whether marriage is between a man and a woman ignoring God’s word and 6 thousand years of man’s history. Only an insane mind could make that kind of irrational decision.

The only way to escape the torments of hell is to trust Jesus Christ the Lord as your personal Saviour.
